Learning to live with Covid: Covid-19 Guidance - Last Updated 1st April 2022

Throughout the Covid crisis Glenwood has taken the wisest and most careful approach to protecting all in our community. Whilst this had not always been the simplest or easiest course of action, it has been the most conscientious and appropriate way forward in a school with our profile.

We understand that from this point on, COVID is to be treated as any other illness and that 5 to 11 year-olds will be eligible for the Covid-19 vaccine. 

Updated government guidance published advises that:
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Children and young people who are unwell and have a high temperature should stay at home and avoid contact with other people. They can go back to school, college or childcare when they no longer have a high temperature, and they are well enough to attend. We have created some very simple guidance to be followed by families and school staff in regard to whether a young person should attend school.
· Regular asymptomatic testing is no longer recommended in any education or childcare setting, including in SEND, alternative provision and children’s social care settings. Therefore, settings will no longer be able to order test kits.
· Adults with the symptoms of a respiratory infection, and who have a high temperature or feel unwell, should try to stay at home and avoid contact with other people until they feel well enough to resume normal activities and they no longer have a high temperature. (We are providing some additional guidance to staff in order to help with accurate decision-making regarding fitness for work).
· Adults with a positive COVID-19 test result should try to stay at home and avoid contact with other people for 5 days, which is when they are most infectious. For children and young people aged 18 and under, the advice will be 3 days.
Glenwood specific
· Later this week we will write home to describe our approach to Glenwood ‘opening up’ in terms of activities, visitors and accessing the community.
· We are keeping to our current way of using different spaces for lunches; this is because there are advantages to using less crowded spaces for our learners during this important part of the day.
· Parents/carers are being given the choice about whether they attend meetings in person or virtually.
· We will keep to our hygiene standards around handwashing and other aspects of care.
